OCEAN CITY WATER RESOURCES FEASIBILITY STUDY

THERE HAS A FIRST COST OF APPROXIMATELY $1.67
MILLION. OUT OF THAT LOCAL, CITY, COUNTY, STATE WILL
COST SHARE THE SAME AS WE HAVE IN BEACH NOURISHMENT, 50,
25, 25. LOCAL SHARE OF $202,000 FOR INITIAL COST.

THE SECOND AREA, WHICH IS THE SHANTYTOWN
CHANNEL, CURRENTLY THAT IS NOT FEDERAL CHANNEL. IT’S
BEEN MAINTAINED BY THE MARINA OWNER AND OCCASIONALLY BY
THE STATE.

THEY'’' VE DETERMINED THAT THE SHANTYTOWN AREA IS
HOME TO APPROXIMATELY FOUR PERSON HEAD BOATS AND
APPROXIMATELY 30 CHARTER FISHING BOATS. UNFORTUNATELY,
THE MAXIMUM POTENTIAL BENEFITS THAT WE WERE ABLE TO
ESTABLISH FOR CREATING THE SHANTYTOWN CHANNEL WAS
APPROXIMATELY $80 THOUSAND PER YEAR.

WE LOOKED AT A NUMBER OF ALTERNATIVES FOR
MAINTAINING AND IMPROVING THAT CHANNEL, INCLUDING
EXTENDING THE CHANNEL TO THE WEST TO INCREASE THE FLOW,
DREDGING THE CHANNEL DEEPER, DREDGING THE CHANNEL WIDER,
INSTALLING TRAINING STRUCTURE OR HARDENING THE SHORELINE
IN THE AREA TO PREVENT SOME OF THE SHOALING.

INSTALLING A JETTY AT THE SITE OF THE OLD

GORE REPORTING COMPANY 1-800-243-8381
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BRIDGE, TRYING TO PREVENT SOME OF THE SHOALING AND ALSO
LOOKING AT WHAT IS KNOWN AS THE CHANNEL FLUIDIZER,‘WHICH
IS BASICALLY A JET THAT IS INSTALLED IN THE CHANNEL TO
STIR UP THE BOTTOM, KEEP CHANNEL FOR SHOALING IN.

UNFORTUNATELY, NONE OF THOSE ALTERNATIVES WAS
COST EFFECTIVE. HOWEVER, AS MIMI STATED, WE DO HAVE A
LITTLE BIT OF SYNERGY IN THIS PROJECT, THAT WHAT WE'RE
GOING TO DO IS, WHEN WE DO THE LONG-TERM SAND MANAGEMENT
IN ASSATEAGUE ISLAND, TAKE SOME OF THAT MATERIAL, BOTH
FROM THE CHANNELS THAT ARE ALREADY ESTABLISHED, BUT ALSO
USE THE SHANTYTOWN CHANNEL AS A BORROW SOURCE. WE WILL
HAVE SEMIANNUAL DREDGING OF SHANTYTOWN CHANNEL. IT WILL
NOT BE A FEDERALLY MAINTAINED CHANNEL.

I JUST WANT TO TOUCH ON ONE OTHER ISSUE THAT I
KNOW HAS BEEN OF CONCERN TO PEOPLE. THAT IS THE CURRENT
UNDERNEATH ROUTE 50 BRIDGE. WE DID ASK THE CORPS OF
ENGINEERS TO LOOK AT A SECOND CHANNEL THAT WOULD RUN ON
THE WEST END OF THE ROUTE 50 BRIDGE TO TRY AND REDUCE THE
CURRENT UNDERNEATH THAT BRIDGE.

UNFORTUNATELY, THE MODELING SHOWED THAT THAT

SECOND CHANNEL HAS VIRTUALLY NO AFFECT ON THE CURRENT

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RUNNING UNDER ROUTE 50 BRIDGE. WE ARE STILL WORKING ON

GEORGE LORAN WHO IS WITH THE MARYLAND DEPARTMENT OF
NATURAL RESOURCES.

MR. LORAN: THANK YOU, COLONEL. THERE WERE
NUMEROUS ENVIRONMENTAL PROBLEMS ASSOCIATED WITH HABITAT
LOSS WERE IDENTIFIED DURING THE RECONNAISSANCE PHASE OF
THIS STUDY. THE TEAM DECIDED THREE COULD BE FULLY
CONSIDERED DURING FEASIBILITY FOR POTENTIAL CONSTRUCTION
RELATED SOLUTIONS.

THE PROBLEMS THAT WE FOCUSED IN ON ARE, THE
COASTAL BAY AREA HAS LOST MORE THAN 1000 ACRES OF
INTER-TIDAL MARSH THAT HAS BEEN LOST MOSTLY IN THE'
NORTHERN PORTIONS OF THE COASTAL BAYS.

WE ALSO LOOKED AT THE FACT THAT MANY OF THE

ISLANDS THAT WERE FORMED BY OVERBOARD DREDGE DISPOSAL IN

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THE 1930'S HAD, BY THE 1960’'S BECOME IMPORTANT NESTING
SITES FOR VARIOUS WATERFOWL. MANY OF THESE ISLANDS ARE
ERODING AWAY, THREATENING BREEDING AND NESTING GROUNDS
FOR COLONIAL WATERBIRDS.

THERE HAS BEEN A LOSS OF 80 PERCENT OF THE
HISTORIC BEACH NESTING HABITAT. BASED ON THE STUDY OF
PROBLEMS ONE AND TWO, OUR GOALS ARE TO REPLACE LOST
INT_x-TIDAL MARSH HABITAT AND REPLACE AND MAINTAIN
COLONIAL WATERBIRD HABITAT.

THESE GOALS CAN BE MET WITH THE FOUR POTENTIAL
PROJECTS; ONE, CREATION OF 8.5 ACRES OF INTER-TIDAL MARSH
IN OCEAN PINES AT A SITE PREVIOUSLY USED FOR DREDGE
MATERIAL DISPOSAL. RESTORATION AND PROTECTION OF THE
2,500 FEET OF SHORELINE AT THE ISLE OF WIGHT WILDLIFE
MANAGEMENT AREA. THREE, PROTECTION OF AN EXISTING ISLAND
AND CREATION OF A NEW TWO ACRE ISLAND AT SOUTH POINT
SPOILS. FOUR, CREATION OF A BENEFICIAL USE DREDGE,
MATERIAL DISPOSAL SITE IN THE DOG ISLAND SHOAL AREA.

OCEAN PINES. TWO SITES PREVIOUSLY USED FOR
DREDGE MATERIAL DISPOSAL WILL BE EXCAVATED TO REMOVE

PHAGOCYTES AND REGARDED TO FORM PLANTING TERRACE FOR

GORE REPORTING COMPANY 1-800-243-8381
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INTER-TIDAL MARSH GRASS SPECIES. THESE TWO SITES WILL
CREATE 8.5 ACRES OF MARSH. SIMULTANEOUSLY, A PRIVATE
PROJECT WILL RESTORE AN ADDITIONAL 1.5 ACRES OF TIDAL
MARSH, BRINGING THE TOTAL UP TO 10 ACRES IN OCEAN PINES.

ISLE OF WIGHT: THIS PROJECT WILL COMBINE THE
PLANS OF THE DNR, WORCESTER COUNTY, THE TOWN OF OCEAN
CITY AND THE CORPS TO DEVELOP A RESTORATION PROJECT FOR
APPROXIMATELY 2,500 FEET OF SHORELINE AND CREATE OVER 12
ACRES OF INTER-TIDAL MARSH.

THE PROJECT WILL INCLUDE REPLACING THE STEEL
BULKHEAD WITH A STONE REVETMENT, CONSTRUCTION OF OFFSHORE
BREAKWATERS WITH SAND FILL ALONG THE SHORELINE TO CREATE
THE PLANTING TERRACE, WHICH WILL BE PLANTED WITH GRASSES.
PARKING AREAS WILL BE INSTALLED, A WALKING TRAIL AND
FISHING AND CRABBING PIERS.

SOUTH POINT SPOILS: FOR PROTECTION AND
ENHANCEMENT OF COLONIAL WATERBIRD HABITAT. THE EXISTING
2.5 ACRE ISLAND WILL BE PROTECTED WITH GEO-TUBES AND A
NEW 2.5 ACRE ISLAND WILL BE CONSTRUCTED ADJACENT TO THE
EXISTING ISLAND. THE NEW ISLAND WILL ALSO BE PROTECTED

WITH GEO-TUBES AND VARIOUS UPLANb AND INTER-TIDAL

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VEGETATION WILL BE PLANTED.

AND THE LAST PROJECT SITE, DOG AND BITCH
SHOALS. WHAT WE'RE LOOKING AT, DEVELOP WHAT I
CHARACTERIZE AS FUNCTIONAL PURPOSES. INITIALLY,
CONSTRUCTION WILL INCLUDE CREATION OF A THREE ACRE SITE,
PROTECTED BY GEO-TUBES, FOR UPLAND AND INTER-TIDAL
HABITAT. FILL FOR THE SITE WILL BE DERIVED FROM CORPS
DREDGING PROJECTS OF THE ADJACENT CHANNELS.

THREE ONE ACRE CELLS WILL BE FORMED WITH
GEO-TUBES FOR FUTURE DISPOSAL OF LOCAL DREDGING PROJECTS.
THE MATERIAL FOR THESE CELLS WILL HAVE TO MEET CERTAIN
CRITERIA TO BE DEVELOPED BY THE TEAM. BASICALLY, CLEAN
SANDY MATERIAL WILL BE ALLOWED. THESE CELLS WILL PROVIDE
AREA FOR DISPOSAL OF APPROXIMATELY 24,000 CUBIC YARDS.OF
MATERIAL.

THERE WILL ALSO BE THE POTENTIAL FOR ADDITIONAL
CELLS TO BE FORMED IN THE FUTURE. AGAIN,-THE MATERIAL
WILL HAVE TO BE CLEAN SANDY MATERIAL AND THE SITES WILL
BE PLANTED WITH VEGETATION TO CREATE VARIOUS'HABITATS.

IS INTERGOVERNMENTAL AN INTERAGENCY IN NATURE. AS YOU
HAVE SEEN TONIGHT, IT'S A PRODUCTS OF SEVERAL STATES AND
FEDERAL AGENCIES, AS WELL AS THE TOWN OF OCEAN CITY AND
WORCESTER COUNTY.

RECOMMENDATIONS CONTAINED IN THIS REPORT ARE
THE RESULT OF AN EXTREMELY LENGTHY STUDY AND REVIEW
PROCESS THAT COMPLIES WITH ALL FEDERAL AND STATE REVIEW
PROCEDURES .

THE RESULTS ARE COMPROMISE OF CONFLICTING
INTERESTS. 1IN ADDITION TO THOSE REPRESENTED BY THE
PROGRAMS PARTNERS, THERE WERE VERY DIFFERENT
PHILOSOPHICAL INTERESTS AND PROJECT OBJECTIVES. FURTHER
DIFFICULTIES INVOLVING BALANCE OF ENGINEER, ECONOMIC AND
ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATION.

SOMETIMES THESE FACTORS SERVE TO MAKE FOR LONG,
LONG MEETINGS. BUT ON THE WHOLE IT WAS BENEFICIAL
BECAUSE, ALTHOUGH COMPROMISES ARE SOMETIMES DIFFICULT TO
OBTAIN, DIVERSITY OF PLAYERS INVOLVED STRENGTHEN PLANS
AND WILL HELP LEAD TO THE BEST COURSE OF ACTION.

IMMEDIATE RESTORATION PORTION OF THE PROJECT

THE ONLY OTHER ALTERNATIVE IS TO REMOVE THE
JETTIES. 1IN EFFECT IT WOULD SERVE TO HAVE, WHICH WOULD
SERVE TO CREATE INCOMPREHENSIBLE ENVIRONMENTAL, ECONOMIC
AND SOCIAL IMPACT.

ADDITIONALLY, THE POTENTIAL OF BACK PASSING
WILL HELP OCEAN CITY WITH BEACH RENOURISHMENT ACTIVITIES.
DREDGING OPERATIONS WITH ANNUAL MONITORING WILL SERVE TO
ASSIST NAVIGATIONAL AND BOATING SAFETY.

THE ISLAND CREATION COMPONENT WILL RESTORE AND

GORE REPORTING COMPANY 1-800-243-8381
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CREATE VITAL HABITAT. IT WILL FACILITATE
(UNINTELLIGIBLE) MANAGEMENT PROGRAM AND OR ASSIST
(UNINTELLIGIBLE) ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES IN THE
COUNTY.

ALL ASPECTS OF THE PROGRAM ARE CONSISTENT WITH
